 Backyard Recreational Fires – Be Responsible 

  Backyard recreational fires are allowed in Clive, fire pits and barbecues must be made of non-combustible materials, have a 
spark arrestor mesh screen, and be supervised by an adult over 18. Only untreated wood, charcoal briquettes, propane, or 
natural gas may be burned, and flames should not exceed three feet in height.
