Taxes are due and payable without penalty if payment is received by the Village Office on or before August 31,
2026. A penalty of 8% will be added on September 1 for all current taxes unpaid after August 31. An additional 10% penalty

will be added on December 1 for all current taxes unpaid after November 30, 2026.

The August 31st deadline and penalties are not applicable to property owners currently enrolled in our monthly Tax Installment
Payment Plan (TIPP).

The 2026 Notice is a combined Assessment and Tax Notice. Persons wishing to submit a complaint against their assessed
property value have until August 14, 2026, to do so. All complaints must be made in the prescribed form and accompanied
by a $50.00 appeal fee.
